A Follow-Up On “Charlie” and Jessica 
A few years ago we ran an article about a senior, Jessica 

Knox (’03), who was training a Golden Lab, “Charlie,” to be a 
companion for the blind. Charlie attended school and was a part of 
our community. Our students and staff learned a great deal about the 
ability of dogs to be helpful assistants to the disabled. Charlie 
attended our graduation exercises. Later that summer, Charlie was 
united with a young blind man in California, married and the father 
of an infant child. Charlie remains with this family. Below left is a 
reunion picture of Charlie and Jessica, taken last year. “I couldn’t 
believe after all the time that has passed by that Charlie still 
remembered me.” We’re not at all surprised. 

The experience surely had a deep impact on Jessica. She is now living in Oregon and 
working with Guide Dogs for the Blind. She is responsible for the care of 45 dogs in her kennel, working with three technicians and 
eight instructors.
